PAXTON-BUCKLEY-LODA ATHLETIC BOOSTER CLUB

BYLAWS

ARTICLE I

Name

The name of this organization shall be the Paxton-Buckley-Loda Athletic Booster Club hereinafter referred to as the PBL Booster Club.

ARTICLE II 

Mission and Purpose

Section 1

The mission of the PBL Booster Club shall be to promote support and create active interest in the PBL High School and the PBL Junior High School athletic programs among parents, students, coaches and the community at large.

Section 2

To supplement the school administration in carrying out the schools athletic programs to ensure that opportunities continue to be available to the students of the PBL High School and the PBL Junior High School.

Section 3

The PBL Booster Club shall encourage parent, guardian and community involvement and will develop and conduct fund-raising activities.  Allocation of funds is for the sole purpose of improving the quality of the athletic programs.

ARTICLE III

Membership

Section 1

All persons having an interest in the athletic programs at PBL High School and PBL Junior High School are eligible for membership.

Section 2

Membership shall become effective upon payment of annual membership dues.

Section 3

The membership year shall run from June 1 through May 31.

Section 4

Membership is effective only for the membership year in which dues are paid.

Section 5

All Coaches and representatives of the Athletic Departments are considered members of the PBL Booster Club.

Section 6

There shall be six types of individual and family membership.  Dues for each type of membership are as follows:

Individuals and families who join the PBL Booster Club as dues-paying members will be recognized by having their names listed in the PBL Athletic Program.

Section 7

Businesses that join the PBL Booster Club will be given a proportional amount of advertising space in the PBL Athletic Programs.  (See Attachment A for ad details)   

Section 8

Only regular members shall have the privilege of holding office in the PBL Booster Club.

Section 9

Any member may resign at any time, but dues or contributions are not refundable.

Section 10

The Officers of the PBL Booster Club may bestow an Honorary Membership upon a deserving individual who has exhibited dedication and meritorious service to, and on behalf of the PBL Booster Club.  Any member may recommend someone for Honorary Membership to the Officers of the PBL Booster Club through a written proposal.  This proposal will be presented at a regular business meeting for a vote of approval.  Honorary Memberships will be reviewed and automatically renewed on an annual basis by the Officers of the PBL Booster Club unless extenuating circumstances suggest that the Honorary Membership status should be revoked.  An Honorary Member will have his/her yearly dues waived, participate in all social functions of the PBL Booster Club and serve or chair a standing or special committee.  An Honorary Member may not vote.

ARTICLE IV

Officers

Section 1

The officers of the PBL Booster Club shall be a President, Vice-President, Secretary and Treasurer.

Section 2

Any Booster whose membership is paid up and is a regular member shall be eligible to serve as an officer.   The PBL Booster Club shall elect club officers from its 7 Board Members.  

Section 3

Terms of all officers shall be 1 year.  An officer can be re-elected and can serve consecutive years in one position.

Section 4

In the event that an officer cannot complete his/her full term for any reason, a replacement for that term will be appointed by majority vote of the remaining board members.

ARTICLE V

Duties of the Officers

Section 1

The President shall preside at all meetings of the organization, appoint committees as needed, coordinate PBL Booster Club activities and support the other officers.  The President is the primary point of contact to the Athletic Directors, Coaches and Administration.

Section 2

The Vice-President shall assume all the duties of the President in his/her absence and perform such other duties as necessary.

Section 3

The Secretary is responsible for minutes of the meetings, maintains a list of the PBL Booster Club Members, attend to correspondence, and perform such other duties as necessary.

Section 4

The Treasurer shall receive, record and disburse all funds.  He/she is responsible for maintaining  and reporting the status of the financial account of the PBL Booster Club.

Section 5

The Athletic Directors will serve as the main liaison of this club to the faculty and staff of PBL High School and PBL Junior High School.  They will serve the PBL Booster Club as the principal authority and advisor as to the needs and priorities of the athletic programs at each school. 

ARTICLE VI

The Board of Directors

Section 1

The Board of Directors shall be composed of the officers of the organization and three members-at-large.  The PBL High School and Junior High Athletic Directors shall serve on the Board of Directors, but will not have voting privileges.

Section 2

Each board member shall serve a 3 year term with a 3 year replacement cycle of 2 members, 2 members, and 3 members.

Section 3

The Board of Directors shall have the power to act for the membership and to make recommendations to the general membership.  They shall have complete control and management of the affairs, funds, and property of the PBL Booster Club.

Section 4

The Board of Directors shall meet monthly in addition to the regular membership meetings.

Section 5

Any member of the Board of Directors who misses three (3) consecutive meetings, unless unavoidable, shall be subject to removal by the Board and may be replaced at the next regular meeting. 

Section 6

Any vacancy on the Board during the term of office shall be filled by a majority vote of the Board and will serve the remainder of the term.

Section 7

The Board will approve all appointments made by the President.

Section 8

Committees will be appointed as needed for specific purposes and can be reappointed at the option of the PBL Booster Club Board.

Section 9

All committees are responsible to the PBL Booster Club Board.

ARTICLE VII

Elections

Section 1

The Nominating Committee shall be appointed by the President prior to the Spring General Membership Meeting.   The Nominating Committee shall consist of a chairman and two other members chosen from the membership at large.  

Section 2

Nominations may also be made from the floor prior to the elections, provided that the nominee is present and indicates that the nomination is made with his/her consent.

Section 3

A majority vote of the members present shall constitute an election.

ARTICLE VIII

Meetings

Section 1

The Board of Directors will conduct business in connections with all PBL Booster Club activities at the Board of Directors regular monthly meetings.  Proposals will be reviewed and decisions finalized in accordance with these by-laws.

Section 2

A general meeting will be held 2 times annually.  A summary of PBL Booster Club activity having taken place since the previous general meeting will be presented.

Section 3

All other meetings shall be called at the discretion of the President as the need arises.  Business transacted at all special meetings shall be confined to the purpose stated in the notice of the meeting.  A quorum is not required for this meeting so long as declaration of this meeting is made at the earliest time.

Section 4

A quorum shall consist of two-thirds of the members present.

Section 5

Robert’s Rules of Order shall prevail.

ARTICLE IX

Income and Expenditures

Section 1

Membership dues shall be established annually by the Board of Directors.

Section 2

Fundraising activities shall be those as determined by the Board of Directors.  All funds raised in support of any sports activity shall be to the benefit of the PBL Booster Club as a whole.  A sport or sports with a specific goal to raise monies to improve facilities (ex. Rubberize track, build new batting cages, etc.) may be exempt if their plans are presented and approved by the Board of Directors.  The plans for these projects must first have been approved by the school administration.  

Section 3

All funds donated to the support of sport activities shall be expended only in accordance with these bylaws and supplementary procedures established by the Board of Directors.

Section 4

Request for funds shall be completed on the proper request form and shall bear the signatures of the requesting coach (if applicable) and the Athletic Director.  Upon receipt of a properly compiled request for funds, the disbursement of funds may be authorized by majority vote of the Board of Directors or by a majority vote of the general membership.

Section 5

The President and Treasurer shall have authority to approve non-budgeted operational expenditures or Coaches requests under $200.00 without Board of Directors approval.

Section 6

Request for funds are to be considered in the following order of priority:

1. Emergency

2. Safety

3. Capital Expenditures (minimum 2 year life)

Section 7

No requests may be made for supplies considered “consumable” or owned by the athlete.  (This does not apply to the allocation of approved funds for spirit.)

Section 8

All disbursements shall be made by check and signed by the Treasurer and counter-signed by the President.  In the event of the absence of the President, the Vice-President shall sign.

Section 9

The PBL Booster Club shall make its purchases in its own name, not the name of the school or district.  If the PBL Booster Club decides to make a monetary donation to the school for a specific item or piece of equipment, the PBL Booster Club can give the donation to the school.  The school would then initiate a purchase order.  Equipment or materials purchased for the schools by the PBL Booster Club become the property of the District.

ARTICLE X

Amendments

Section 1

The PBL Booster Club Board is empowered to make changes to the PBL Booster Club Bylaws.
