

Grading Scale
· 50 leaves are needed for the collection.

· 30 leaves are from the required list. Each is worth three points each, if identified correctly.

· 20 leaves are of your choice. They must be trees and be native to the United States. Each is worth two points each if identified correctly.

· All leaves over 50 up 80 are worth one point each if identified correctly.

30 required leaves x 3 pts = 90pts

20 of your choice x 2 pts   = 40 pts

Neatness, form, folder       = 20 pts

Incorrectly Identified Leaves
· Any leaf that is incorrectly identified of the required leaves is considered minus three points.

· Any leaf, of the extra 20, which is identified incorrectly, is minus two points.

Bonus Leaves

· Any leaf, over 50 and up to 80, will receive one additional bonus point so long as the leaf is identified correctly.
Fruit Trees
· You are limited to using only five domestic fruit trees.

Leaf Condition

· All leaves should be as close to perfect in shape as possible. (No colored leaves other than green)

Leaf Collection Presentation

· Leaves should be place in a three-ring binder.

· Each individual leaf should be placed on a separate sheet of plain white paper. (computer paper – not lined notebook paper)

· The first 30 leaves of the collection should be placed in the order they appear on the required list.  For instance, Weeping Willow should be first, and Eastern Cottonwood should be second in your collection.
· Your non-required leaves should be in alphabetical order by name of the tree. 

· A plain white sheet of paper should be placed between the required 30 leaves and you non-required leaves ( First 30 leaves – plain white sheet of paper – non-required leaves)
· Use small pieces of scotch tape to mount the leaves.

· Use only pencil – no ink – print only, never write.
· Your name, date, and class should be in the upper right hand corner of each sheet of paper. You can do this on your computer and copy it as many times as you need it, or you can write this by hand in pencil.

· Place the correct name of the tree at the bottom of the page in pencil only.

Pressing Leaves
· After picking your leaves they will need to pressed for at least two weeks.

· You can do this by putting them in a catalog or a thick book. You can also do this by sticking them in some newspapers and then placing a piece of plywood on top of them, and then placing something heavy on top of the plywood.

Due Date
· Collections are due for grading one week before Thanksgiving Break. Each late day lowers the grade one letter.

Simple Leaf
· This type of leaf has only one blade or leaf part and a single petiole or stem.
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Compound Leaf
· This type of leaf has more than one blade or leaf part and a single petiole or stem.

· Be sure to collect the entire leaf or you will not receive any credit for that leaf.

· Examples of compound leaves include – Buckeye, Tree of Heaven, Pecan, Hickory, Locust, Walnut, Ash, and Coffee Tree.
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
